ST GREGORY THE GREAT 

“Not Angles but Angels”. I still remember hearing this in a history lesson in primary school. St Gregory 
was supposed to have said this when he saw a number of Anglo-Saxon slaves in a Roman market 
place, and this inspired him to send St Augustine to England to convert the pagan Anglo-Saxons to 
Christianity.   

St Gregory was born about 540 and spent many years as a monk before becoming Pope. 

He is the only pope between the fifth and the eleventh centuries whose correspondence and writings 
have survived enough to form a comprehensive corpus. His writings include sermons, dialogues,    
commentaries and many letters (over 850). 

The mainstream form of Western plainchant was attributed to him which is why it is called Gregorian 
chant. He also made many revisions to the liturgy and much of the Mass as we know it today was the 
result of his work. 

He was Bishop of Rome from September 590 to his death in 604. He is best known for his missionary 
endeavours and is credited with re-energising the Church’s missionary work among the non-Christian 
people of northern Europe. His most famous mission was to the Anglo –Saxon pagans of Britain under 
St Augustine of Canterbury. 

Gregory is commonly credited with founding the medieval papacy and many attribute the beginning of 
medieval spirituality to him. 

St Gregory truly deserves the title “the Great”.
