FATHERS' DAY REFLECTION

Many fathers burst into tears when their child appears in the world. They hold them close for the first time,
getting lost in a whirlpool of emotions. Words dry up. Then things get busy, and busy. You find yourself giving up
following your own pursuits. You must prove to be reliable and unshakeable. Many fall short of this. I certainly
did and still do.

Even if we continue to fall short, St Joseph points the way. Emulating him gives us the courage to move on in our
fatherhood duties. The Jewish culture of 2000 years ago, didn't offer many face-saving alternatives when a
woman is discovered to be pregnant before marriage. But St Joseph faced a choice between publicly shaming
Mary or quietly divorcing her. An angel visited Joseph in a dream and revealed to him the truth of the divine
nature of Mary's pregnancy. The angel instructed Joseph to take Mary as his wife. Joseph didn’t doubt the angel
but agreed to the providential path laid out before him.

Now, imagine yourself going headlong against the culture of the day for love of your family. Imagine the risks,
the pains, and the inherent tensions that our dads pass through. Imagine the agony and the pain of dads
separated from the love of their children or the loss of a dear wife or job. Imagine the stress dads pass through
when their children make avoidable mistakes in life. Are all these painful experiences necessary parts of being a
father? Joseph’s sacrifice for Mary and Jesus, has become the template for fathers. Let’s not forget that
fatherhood is not an easy job, because fathers can make mistakes which reveal how inadequate they can be at
times. HAPPY FATHERS’ DAY!!!
