CORPUS CHRISTI

This week we come to celebrate Corpus Christi. Corpus Christi is a Latin phrase that means "Body of Christ." Today we give
special honour and reverence to the real presence of Jesus Christ in the Eucharist. The feast focuses on the belief that, under
the appearances of bread and wine, Christ is truly present—Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity. Jesus loves us so much that he
gives himself fully to us in the Eucharist. It is the greatest expression of God’s love and self-sacrifice.

The Eucharist unites us not only with God, but also with each other. At Communion, the Church is not merely gathering around
Christ; Christ is forming His people into one body. This feast reminds us that the Eucharist builds and strengthens the Church.
The more we are united to Christ at the altar, the more we are called to live as His Body in the world.

This gift of love is also for us a foretaste of heaven. In heaven, the redeemed will be gathered as one family in Christ. There
will be no division, sin, hatred, or isolation. The Church will be brought to its fulfilment as the complete Body of Christ. The
Eucharist anticipates that reality. When many people receive the one Bread, the Eucharist begins to create on earth the
communion that will be perfected in heaven.

As we celebrate Corpus Christi, let us give thanks for this gift of Christ's presence among us. May our participation in the
Eucharist deepen our love for Christ and for one another, so that, strengthened by this sacrament of unity and love, we may
become ever more fully the Body of Christ in the world and a living sign of the communion that awaits us in heaven.
